General Rules

· All entries must be inspected by DQP before each class

· All 1st Place winners must report to DQP for post show inspection immediately following the class

· Only the Exhibitor, the Horse and one assistant will be permitted in the warm up ring prior to a class

· Classes will be conducted using TWHSA rules.  Versatility classes will be conducted using the TWHBEA Versatility Rulebook.

· All exhibitors of Tennessee Walking Horses must provide horse’s registration number.  This is not required however for horses showing in the Country Pleasure Division

· Amateur or Trainer Cards are not required at this show

· AOT  is Amateur Owned and Trained

· If a class does not specify Amateur or AOT, it is Open

· If a class does not specify Western or Opt. Tack, English tack is required

· Opt. Tack – Optional Tack, Either Western or English but  not a combination of both

· Junior Horse- Horses aged 4 years old or younger

· If a class does not specify NC (No Canter), it is a 3 gaited class

· No use of transmitting or communications devices allowed during class by exhibitors 
· In classes with 5 or fewer entries, payback starts with 2nd place
· All horses taking the gate or excused from the class MUST report back to DQP.
